At this time, Charmaine Tweet, official torch
bearer of the 2010 Kenaston Olympic Games entered the gym
and lit the cauldron that was beautifully constructed to match

Gasper followed the torch lighting. The program concluded
with a motivational song that had all the audience singing to
the tune The Good Old Hockey Game, with words changed
to The Kenaston Winter Games, led by Scott Stephens on
his electric guitar.

After the Opening Ceremony
