 Lions and Aztecs Battle to the Last Second – Home opener vs. Gull Lake
The winds were calm and the clouds parted as the Aztecs took the field for their home opener, sporting their new black uniforms.

What started to look like a blowout for Gull Lake, as they drove the ball 3 times in a row to score 18 points to the Aztecs’ zero. Their hard hitting and deceptive offense had the Aztecs on their heels for much of the first quarter. A glimmer of hope emerged as the Aztecs drove the ball to the 1 yard line, but the Aztecs blew it by fumbling the snap.  The downfall continued, and the Aztecs gave up another TD and safety to extend the Gull Lake lead to 26 to the Aztec zip.

Another glimmer of hope emerged for the home team when the Aztecs began their passing attack and it lead to a TD. Undeterred were the Lions, and in turn, drove the ball for another flawless drive that returned their dominant lead to 26 points.  Score at the half - 14 – 32 for Gull Lake.

The coaching staff of the Aztecs challenges the Defense to win the game.  The Aztecs came out of the half time break a new team, scoring 2 consecutive TDs and the defense finally stopped the Lion offense, keeping them scoreless in the 3rd quarter.    Score at the end of 3 quarters 32 – 28 for Gull Lake.

Opening the 4th, Gull Lake scores, extending their lead to 10 points. With only minutes left, the Aztecs drove the ball, but came up short. A clutch defensive stand, a rushed throw and a miraculous INT from a Nose Tackle, led to an Aztec TD, closing the gap to 2 points.

Another miracle play from the Aztecs, as they retrieve the short kick off with 3mins left in the game. The Gull Lake defense comes up big, and shuts down the Aztec offense, and forced them to try for the first Field Goal in over 10 years.  It sails wide left and out the back, giving the Aztecs a point, but also a point behind.

The Aztecs defense also comes up big and shuts down the Gull Lake offense, forcing a punt from deep in their own zone, which looks to give the Aztecs great field position, but an unlucky tackle and the Aztecs fumble the ball to the Lions with just over 34 seconds left. The Aztecs defense comes up big again, forcing the punt, and giving the Aztec offense 1 second to win the game.

And the Aztecs come up short, losing by one point to the Lions for the second year in a row. It was a great game to watch, hard hitting and full of excitement. Both teams played very physical, and while both teams seemed to be able to drive the ball, the difference was the Aztec defense.

The Aztec defensive line came up with some great tackles behind the line of scrimmage, and the DBs were able to make some key knock downs and INTs. This “Bend, don’t break” defensive strategy worked well for the Aztecs, keeping the Raiders scoreless after 3 quarters of play.

The athletes for Davidson made the Aztecs earn their points and stops on every play with great blocking from the lineman and running from the running backs. And though they have come a long way over the past 3 weeks, inexperience showed only in execution, but not in their intensity and desire.

The scoring for the Raiders didn’t happen until the 4th quarter, driving the ball ¾ of the field, and again many minutes later on a kickoff return through the heart of the Aztecs cover team. Both teams scored a few more points by the end of the game, and as the final seconds ran off the clock, the Aztecs earned their first win of the season.

Thanks to all the fans for attending and cheering, and all the volunteers who worked the game. It’s clear that this rivalry has been renewed for future seasons.

Scholarships and Bursaries
In the same way that students set aside time for studying, they need to set aside time to help finance their post secondary education through awards.   It is never too early to start looking at what is required in scholarships.  Here are some scholarship research tips:
 
1. Get organized. Set up a folder or binder to keep track of the awards you find and apply for, keep a copy of your transcripts, letters of reference, etc.  Photocopy the awards you apply for to keep in your records. 

2. Create a personal profile – like a resume, that identifies your strengths.  Consider your marks, skills, achievements, cultural background, area of study, parental and community affiliations.  Collect letters of reference.  Store this information in your folder. 

3.  Watch for deadlines and budget your time to meet those deadlines. 

4. Network. Who else do you know who may lead you to a scholarship?  Parents, relatives, employers, businesses, churches, community organizations, newspapers, web-sites, libraries, friends and teachers are some of your greatest resources. 

5. Start early and keep going.  You can continue to apply for scholarships throughout your entire academic career.  Don’t become too frustrated if you don’t find immediate success- there are thousands of awards available.  Be Persistent. When in doubt APPLY.

The earlier you start this process the better.  (Start thinking in grade 10 and acting in grade 11)

You will have to register with Clearinghouse, and send them your grade 9-12 marks.  In July of your grade 11 year colleges will begin phoning you on a weekly basis.  Talk with them, arrange a home visit or a fly down – once school starts again in the fall).  If it is an Ivy school you will have to write an essay. If you are interested in Trades – you can apply for many of them in grade 11 and they will hold your spot until you have graduated. You should also complete your SYA at school and you will receive 300hrs towards any trade, your first year of technical training tuition paid and your Apprenticeship fees paid for.  There are many opportunities if you want take this route.
