H1N1 VACCINATIONS

A date is yet to be set for the immunizations of students at Walter Aseltine School however there are a few things you will need to know for that day.  

The vaccinations will be given in the gymnasium on the selected date.  If for any reason your child misses that date and you wish to have them vaccinated you will need to make arrangements to attend another Public Health clinic.

There will be two vaccinations for children for children under the age of 10.  The next vaccination will be held approximately three week after the first.  The school will hold all forms for the second immunization.

Consent forms will be sent out with as much notice as possible.  The forms will need to be filled out and sent back the next day.  There is a place on the form for you to agree to have your child vaccinated AND a place for you to not have your child vaccinated, the choice is yours but the FORM MUST BE RETURNED.
On the day of the vaccination your child will need to be wearing a short sleeved shirt.  They will be given a drink of juice and a cookie after the vaccination.  If you wish to be here for your child’s vaccination you may also bring any younger siblings to be vaccinated as well as yourself.   You will need to bring your Health cards that day.  

If you would like to help out with this date please call the school (882 2644) and we will add you to our list.  We will contact you when we have the date and time.  The volunteers are needed to greet the students and tell them what to do, help with the registration table, and help with traffic control.

STAFFING INFORMATION AT WAS


As you may be aware, student enrolment numbers are decreasing at Walter Aseltine School.  Our current enrolment is 270 students from Kindergarten to Grade Six.  For 2009-2010 our projected enrolment is 235 students.  As a result, there will be a 0.75 reduction in teaching staff next year.  As Kindergarten numbers are down to 22, we will only be having one class of Kindergartens next year.  The teacher reduction will be accommodated in a 0.5 reduction in Kindergarten and 0.25 reductions at the grade two levels (where the enrolment numbers are lowest).  To accommodate we will be arranging some of the grade two and/or three classes differently on alternate afternoons.  If your child is presently in grade one or two you will be receiving a letter inviting you to attend a meeting in mid-May to gain more information and have your concerns/questions answered.
